Call to Ring-fence London Councils Repatriated Funds

On 14 December 2010, the Leaders Committee of London Councils which represents London’s 33 councils approved the recommendations of the Grants Committee to return funds from its London Boroughs Grants Scheme to individual local councils. Each Council will be free to use the funds as it sees fit. 
There was a call from London Voluntary Service Council for local councils to ring-fence the repatriated funds for voluntary sector projects.
Tower Hamlets CVS echoes the call for Tower Hamlets Council to ring-fence the repatriated money from London Councils for services delivered by the Third Sector for local people in the Borough. We call for an early decision and for details of how the funds will be used to be made public. Such a decision will signal the Council’s continued commitment to supporting a thriving third sector and ensuring its continued effective delivery of services for local people.
We also request details of organisations working in Tower Hamlets on a pan London or cross borough basis that are affected by London Councils’ decision and information about how the Council plans to support them through this period of transition, particularly for the affected local services.
I look forward to your positive response which will be shared with the Third Sector in Tower Hamlets and inform the planning of our future support to the sector.
